In honor of the 30th Anniversary of the GWHS House Tour AND the 225th Anniversary of the Wolf Academy, a handcrafted redware tile has been made by local craftsman Mark Amey of Mark Amey Pottery.

This tile depicts the Wolf Academy built in 1785, then as a boarding school for boys and known as the Allen Township Academy.  One of its students was George Wolf who, later in life, taught at the school.  He eventually became Governor of PA, serving two terms, 1829-35, and founded public education in the state.  The Wolf Academy is an important part of Bath, local and state history!
